Background

OP6 of A/IHRC/RES/12/18 invites the Office of thegRliCommissioner on Human rights to
organize the panel on the adverse effects of theement and dumping of toxic and dangerous
products and wastes on the enjoyment of humansiighith a view to informing the future
work of the Special Rapporteur.

In 1995, the Commission on Human Rights noted that illicit dumping of toxic and
dangerous wastes and products has an adverse @iféoé enjoyment of several human rights,
and decided to appoint, for a period of three yearSpecial Rapporteur with a mandate to
examine the human rights aspects of this issue.

The mandate was reviewed during tffes@ssion of the Human Rights Council. Resolutidn 9/
extended the mandate of the Special Rapporteuraféurther period of three years, and
strengthened it so as to cover all kinds of movenaem dumping of toxic and dangerous
products and wastes. On the basis of resolutiont®lSpecial Rapporteur has now the task to
investigate the adverse effects that both transtemynand national movements and the
dumping of hazardous products and wastes have enetljoyment of human rights.
Furthermore, the resolution requests the Rappottestudy the potential adverse effects of all
hazardous products and wastes, whether illicitodr n
